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Young students, in the first two years of an undergraduate degree are permitted to undertake low risk activities alone
after-hours. If the risk is moderate or high, supervision or an equivalent control must be arranged.

Competent mature students, final year (3 year degree) and higher students or equivalent, honours year, post graduate
students, and staff are permitted to work alone after-hours. For moderate and high risk activities, approval and
conditions of access must be documented.

No unauthorised persons are permitted into the university facilities. Staff and students working after-hours must carry
their university identification card. In the case of persons approved as a buddy who are not staff or students of the
University, a written authority must be carried. All staff and students are entitled to ask to see the university
identification card or appropriate authority of any person(s) they encounter on university premises at any time. Any
persons found without their university identification card or appropriate authority can be asked to vacate the area by
Security.
